Local ATC Procedures

VFR

The Westchester County airport operates more like a
Class C airport than a Class D, where VFR traffic is
required to contact New York Approach, usually on
126.4, prior to entering the terminal environment. This
can be a very busy frequency, so be patient, listen up,
and be prepared to issue all of the required
information on the first call, 10 — 15 miles from the
airport: “New York Approach, Cirrus 123CD, 10 miles
west of White Plains, descending through 2,500 feet,
landing with information __.” The controller will issue
a discrete transponder code and you will be
sequenced into the airport, usually with the instruction
to descend to pattern altitude (1,500° MSL) and enter
the mid-field downwind for the runway in use.

IFR

When being vectored onto the ILS, you may be asked
to “maintain best forward speed” or something of that
ilk. This is likely due to the sequencing of your
airplane in front of faster moving jet traffic. Please do
not allow yourself to get bullied into a situation where
you're flying the aircraft at speeds that you are not
comfortable with. Use of “Unable” or “I can give you
119 knots max” should be considered. Also, do not
promise what you can not deliver; in other words, don’t
tell the controller you'll fly 140 KIAS and then slow to
100 KIAS upon intercepting the localizer.

LAHSO

Land and Hold Short Operations (LAHSO) are used
when mild, southerly wind conditions favor use of
runway 16 and runway 11. When LAHSO is in effect,
the available landing distance on rwy 11 is 2,500 feet.

Noise Abatement

Westchester County Airport is located in a very noise
sensitive, affluent area and noise abatement
procedures must be followed, safety permitting, to
avoid complaints and citations. Guidelines for light
general aviation aircraft have been attached to this
document. In addition, a Voluntary Restraint from
Flying (VRFF) Program is in effect here, where
operators are asked to refrain from flying between
Midnight and 6:30 am, whenever possible.

Hazards

Wake Turbulence

The aircraft operating out of HPN on any given day
range from Tri-Pacers to A320s and everything in
between. The Cirrus pilot must be vigilant about wake
turbulence hazards from commercial airline traffic,
business jets, and helicopters.

Weather

HPN is situated between two large bodies of water,
Long Island Sound and the Hudson River, with
Kensico Reservoir just north of the main runway.
Whenever the potential for low weather exists, you can
be sure this airport gets as low as any in the area.
Ceilings are often measured in vertical visibility (VV)
and ¥ mile forward visibility is not uncommon. Be
prepared to fly to an alternate and check the weather
before departure and while enroute.

Birds and Wildlife

Bird activity is always present here and | have seen
coyotes, deer, foxes, and rabbits on the airport
grounds.

Limited Off-airport Landing Sites

Aside from some nearby golf courses, the densely
populated or forested areas surrounding the airport do
not offer much in the way of off-airport forced landing
sites. CAPS deployment may be the only option,
altitude permitting.
